Assessment:
There is Theory based examination which is a Classroom Exam and Standard Pass is 70% and the
duration is 15 minutes.

Also, Skills demonstration with is Site Practical Exam and has Standard Pass of 100% and this
duration is 30 minutes.

Learners must achieve a Pass Standard in the Theory Assessment and achieve a Pass Standard in
the Practical Assessment.

Entry requirements:
e Applicants must be able to demonstrate a level of knowledge,
skill and competence associated with Level 4 of the NFQ.
e Applicants must have reached the minimum requirement of a Valid
e Safe Pass Card or other Appropriate Construction Safety Training.
e Previous experience working with abrasive wheels and / or hand
e held cutting / grinding equipment is desirable.
